The Emergence of A Youth Culture

Cultural Influences

· Postwar boom, prosperity

· TV and Radio are everywhere

· Youth have free time and expendable income

The result is the emergence of a youth culture, and a youth market, as yet untapped by music.

· inf. by the Blues, and early Rhythm and Blues

· Beat is central to the sound

Results of the 50’s

· Musical success was no longer dependant on years of training on an instrument in order to play increasingly complicated music

· Mass appeal of the artist outside of their music became commercially significant

· Wide dispersal of music through TV, Radio, and International gave rock and roll a wider influence than any previous style of music.

Youth Culture Finds a Defining Voice
Motown (Motor Town)

· Evolution of Rock and Rhythm and Blues

· Central function is band arrangement, rhythm

British Invasion

· Bands influenced by the American sound of Rock and Roll, Blues

· It stayed popular in England, and merged with the new sounds of Motown to emerge as something new.

· The Beatles, The Rolling Stones

The Beatles

· Heavy rhythm and blues, Motown influence

· Very melodic songwriting sense, with relatively simple backing tracks

· First artists to define a youth culture

George Martin and Phil Spector

· Defined the role of the modern producer as more than just a project manager, but as a creative and artistic presence in the recording process

· The studio as an arranging tool

· Sounds possible in the studio that aren’t possible in live settings

· Use of “session” players as opposed to band members

Folk Music

· Songs of the human condition

· Gave youth culture a political identity

Counter-Culture Goes Mainstream

Psychedelic Rock

· Music created to and listened to under the influence of drugs

· Long format music, not intended for quick, single song, consumption

· Jimi Hendrix, Pink Floyd, the Doors

Jimi Hendrix

· The father of modern Guitar

·  Defined the sound of guitar with wa-wa, fuzz distortions, feedback, note bends and neck slides.
